RELATE (Research Laboratories for Teaching journalists) is a pilot project conceived to bridge relations between researchers in EU funded activities and journalists, setting a potential basis for long-lasting interactions. The expected outcome is an amplification of the stories-to-tell offered by scientific research and raising social awareness on the ongoing activities that are bringing innovation to the EU and the world.
In this workshop, the RELATE actors, researchers and journalists will present their experience and efforts carried out in a special week experience and will give their views on the efforts that can improve the transfer of information between researchers and journalists.
The workshop is held on the last day of the training week during which 8 journalists from different countries spend in a research laboratory of the Marmara Research Centre, within the framework of RELATE project, and will be an occasion for them to meet and openly discuss with the public about this unique experience.

The workshop will be an opportunity for researchers and for the media attending to discuss together on how to set up cooperation framework with the aim of improving the current situation of connecting relevant EU research to the mainstream and specialised media.
